Farmers markets help provide jobs to Arizonans. 

 According to the Farmers Market Coalition, growers selling locally create 13 full-time farm 
operator jobs per $1 million in revenue earned, while those that do not sell locally only 
create three. 

 Agriculture and ranching are the state's second largest source of revenue and contribute 
$10.3 billion to the state’s economy, according to the Arizona Farm Bureau.
